ORAL HISTORY VOLUNTEERS

Location: London, various, mostly East

We're recruiting a team of up to 10 volunteers to help with a project exploring the history of women activists in East London. The project is run by Share UK, a non profit organisation based in East London, and funded by the Heritage Lottery Fund.

The project is an extension of our previous research, full details of which can be found on our website. In this phase of the research we are particularly looking at queer women activists, but other areas of activism will be covered too.

We have now completed the archive research, and in May we begin collecting oral history interviews with women activists. As an oral history volunteer you will receive training from the Oral History Society on how to conduct interviews, as well as some of the technical aspects of recording and storing data. All interviews are transcribed and archived with the Bishopsgate Institute, while some of them will also be used in our walking tour app – In Her Foosteps.

No previous experience of oral history interviewing is required, but you must be able to attend the oral history training on Saturday 18th May (10am – 5pm) in Walthamstow. If you have already done some oral history training, this requirement may be waived. Please get in touch to discuss further.

Out of pocket expenses are also supplied.

This phase of the project runs from May until October. You are asked to complete at least one interview, although you may do more if you like. Interviewees will be found for you, although you can also suggest and approach your own. You can not interview someone you know personally however (reasons why will be explained on the training). You can conduct the interview at a time that is suitable to you and the interviewee. Interviews normally take place in the interviewees home, but other arrangements can be made if this is not suitable.

The opportunity is open to all ages, genders and backgrounds. If you have mobility issues we can provide some assistance with this, but some travel around the city may be unavoidable.
