RESEARCH AND ORAL HISTORY VOLUNTEERS

We're recruiting a team of up to 15 volunteers to help with a project exploring the history of women activists in East London. The project is run by Share UK, a non profit organisation based in East London, and funded by the Heritage Lottery Fund.

The project is an extension of our previous research, full details of which can be found on our project website. In this phase of the research we are particularly looking at queer women activists. However there are some gaps we also need to fill around the suffragettes and trade union movements. We are particularly looking at the periods 1880 – 1920 and the 70s and 80s, which saw the foundation of the Gay Liberation Front and Women's Lib.

Volunteers will receive training from the Institute for Historical Research on using the internet for research and using historical archives. If you find it difficult to get out, for example if you have children or disabilities, then restricting yourself to only internet research is fine. Following your research you will be ask to present and submit a paper, which will be collated into a final report. This will be archived with the Bishopsgate Institute. 


Once the research has been completed (March 2019), volunteers can get involved in the next stage of the project, collecting oral histories from women activists and their descendants. This will involve receiving training from the Oral History Society (April 2019 ) and collecting interviews (May – October 2019)

Both the research and the oral histories will provide content for the project outputs: extending our walking tour app and a touring exhibition

No previous experience is necessary as full training will be provided at each stage. Out of pocket expenses provided are also provided.
